3918/18 CONFIRMATION OF THE MINUTES
RESOLVED: To receive and approve the minutes:
a) Full Council – 21 December 2017
b) Full Council – 24 December 2017

3919/18 CHAIRMANS REPORT
a) Meeting with LCC re High Street junction and Section 106 £250k – the meeting is scheduled for Monday 5 February to discuss the history, ideas of how to improve the junction, monies etc.  The Clerk to update at next meeting.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
3920/18 CLERKS REPORT

a) 895 Houses/Relief Road – the Clerk advised that the section of relief road from Hilltop to Park Lane is due to start February/March and houses to commence being built around March/April with works scheduled for approximately 20 months. RESOLVED: To receive the information.

b) Letter of thanks had been received from the Sailors and Soldiers for the Small Grant received.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
c) An invitation from Atithi restaurant for Councillors and staff to attend the premises had been received however the premises are currently closed.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
d) £20,000 for Seven Grants – the Parish Council extension of grant for 3G has been declined as project will not be able to progress within the timescales; however, the Library has had its grant carried forward, therefore, the Parish Council needs to carry forward the matched funding for this grant as previously agreed.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
e) Letter of thanks had been received from the Royal British Legion on behalf of the Lamp Post Poppy Campaign.  This raised in the region of £5000 throughout Leicestershire, a great achievement in its first year.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
f) Letter of thanks for the grant given to Citizens Advice Leicestershire had been received.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
g) Letter of thanks had been received for Diamond Wedding Flowers presented to Mr and Mrs Pegg. RESOLVED: To receive the information.
h) Street Trading application from Hardy Mobile – To confirm the comments made to the Licencing Authority in that the Parish Council has no objections to this renewal (Comment had been requested from councillors by email).  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
i) Parish Liaison meeting – Minutes now available at https://www.nwleics.gov.uk/pages/parish_liaison.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
j) Untidy Premises – Old HSBC building – following complaints received from residents regarding the old HSBC building being untidy etc this was reported to NWLDC who advised that although there are two covers on the old ATM spaces, and some fly posting, this is insufficient to justify enforcement action in the opinion of the Environmental Protection officer at NWLDC.  Also, there was no clause included in the original planning application to “make good” the ATM space if subsequently removed.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
k) EMA – Has approved sponsorship towards Music in the Park, Christmas Cheer and the provision of a new notice board at the hub in the sum of £750.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
l) Final payment from Tesco bags grant scheme in the sum of £2500 had been received as part of the Teqball and gym equipment project at Spittal Park.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
m) Snow Warden Scheme – The Parish Council has requested additional areas to be cleared around the village as part of this scheme; these have been approved by LCC. RESOLVED: To receive the information.
n) Grit bins – At the last meeting it was resolved to purchase two bins to be placed on the Spitfire Road estate with the LCC maintaining these.  However, LCC will not approve the siting of these bins and the maintenance of them until the estate has been formally adopted.  Locations on Parish Council owned land are not suitable to place bins in the interim.  When the estate is adopted, the Parish Council will apply to have bins placed appropriately.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
o) Office sale – lenders valuation had been completed and planning is progressing.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
p) Cemetery House – rental agreement documents are complete and in the post for signature on receipt.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
3921/18 REPRESENTATIVES REPORT

a) Roxhill meeting – Cllr S Ambrose-Jones report on meeting:
“During and after the meeting at Roxhill we spoke to Rebecca Henson and she confirmed that she would support the re-phasing of the Park Lane/Delven Lane traffic lights and asked if you, Fiona, can confirm who you've been speaking to about it.

We also had a conversation about the cycle path route and Rebecca believes another meeting needs organising on it. FYI she was saying that the route through our allotments meant traversing a third party's property. Bob and I questioned this with her after the meeting as we both believed the Roxhill land borders ours even at the allotments, is this not the case?

FYI Rebecca understands the issue of a tarmac path through a sports field, but because there is 'right of way' LCC does not need to change anything to put the path there. Currently there is no right of way on our proposed alternative. This is not insurmountable, but it did make me think that by doing this we are making a public footpath through the allotments which might not go down well. I am not saying we shouldn't put it there, just that there will be something to 'manage' when we do.

FYI – Kegworth PC has a major project that once the bypass is open they want to totally alter the village entrances at both ends, to make something which really shows that vehicles are entering a village. Although they have the £200k from Roxhill & NWLDC this is a £1 million project!

Update notes:

· A453 modifications just about all done, entrance to site from there opens Monday 22nd January

· Landscaping has started

· First 2 units (allegedly Amazon & Nestle) close to signing, after which buildings will start

· Two more parties very seriously looking which might start by Summer (overall Roxhill are ahead of expectations on building adoptions)

· Work on the rail terminal to start late Spring/early Summer

· Ashby Road will shut in early May until late August

· Whatton Road was closed on 09/01 and will re-open late March

· The M1 is scheduled to be closed on Friday May 11 (my birthday) until late Sunday 13th for the new bridge to be wheeled into place

· With a contingency if something happens (e.g. Motorway accident) the following weekend

· Both EMA and DP are happy as this will not impact on their busier Bank Holiday weekends in early and late May.”
b) Volunteer Centre – Minutes of meeting held 15 January available from the Clerk or website.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
c) Purple Flag Scheme – Cllr A Saffell advised that Ashby de la Zouch had been awarded the Purple Flag Scheme under a trial process with no charge.  Cllr A Saffell advised that following a meeting with NWLDC clarification had been sought as to what was needed in order to qualify.  However, if Castle Donington were to look at qualifying then there would be a potential cost involved.  RESOLVED: Cllr A Saffell is to review the scheme regulations and criteria and look at what Castle Donington needs to put in place to perhaps meet the requirements in the future.
