4374/19 REPRESENTATIVES REPORTS INCLUDING REPORTS FROM lcc AND nwldc COUNCILLORS
a) Chasetown – Cllrs B Sizer and A Sowter reported that all construction works have now been completed and they are waiting for a Safety Audit to be completed.  Once this has been completed any remedial works can be finished and they can look to open the road. This is hoped to happen mid-January. There has been an issue raised over speed limit signs being incorrect.  This is being resolved and there is no signage for footpath L87, this will be chased at the next meeting. Chasetown will still be responsible for the road and any problems for 12 months until it is adopted by LCC.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
b) Article 4 – Cllr T Saffell reported that Article 4 would remove all development rights from the area stated unless planning permission is sought. Cllr T Saffell proposed that Parish Council should write to NWLDC and request the area should be extended to include High Street.
