CRIME PREVENTION ADVICE: -
“Lock up and light up” 

The daylight hours are now reducing as we near the winter months and we would like to remind residents to take steps to reduce the attraction of their properties being in darkness and appearing to be easy targets for burglary. If your property appears occupied, then it is less likely to be targeted. There are a number of devices you can obtain to assist you in keeping your property lit during the hours of darkness such as appliance timers and “fake TV” type devices. Please make use of your home alarm systems and look out for your neighbours. Remember to enter / update your property on www.immobilise.com
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GARDEN CRIME
Don't let green fingered thieves spring clean your shed.

Many people take a great deal of trouble securing their house and the property within it...but what about sheds and garages? With the array of lawnmowers, power tools, garden equipment, bicycles, sports and other valuable equipment kept in them, security measures should certainly be put in place.

Property

Gardening tools and garden furniture are not cheap - what's more they are very saleable items for the thief. Don't make it easy for them to be stolen and remember that tools stolen from your shed could be used to burgle your house.

· Postcode or property mark anything in your shed or garage that is value and might be stolen, for example, lawnmowers, garden furniture, bicycles, sports equipment.

· Take photographs of expensive items - they may be useful to police to identify the goods and return them to you, should you be unfortunate enough to have them stolen.

· Never leave garden tools and equipment outside, even if you are just popping back into the house. It only takes minutes for an opportunist thief to take them.

· Consider fitting a pair of garage door locks that are fitted either vertically or horizontally and can be locked both from the inside and outside of the garage.

Welcome to my autumn update with a round-up of what has been happening in and around North-West Leicestershire since my last blog and what exciting things we have coming up.
Tackling vehicle crime
Travelling criminals have been targeting vans to steal tools. North West Leicestershire Community Safety Partnership has supported the purchase of PIR’s (mini alarms). Our PCSO’s have been handing these out as part of vehicle crime prevention packs to our Trades people. We have also offered a tool marking service. We are grateful to Harlow’s, Taylors & Wickes Builder Merchants that have hosted us. 
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We are promoting were possible take tools into the house, if not park doors tightly against a wall or another vehicle, to make it harder for thieves. 
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We understand how distressing and inconvenient vehicle crime can be.  The more security you put in to your vehicle the less attractive it will be.  Protect your vehicle with recommended products.

Denying criminals use of our roads
On Monday 2/10/17 & Tues 3/10/17 we ran Operation Humous to deny criminals the use our roads. Our Neighbourhood officers worked with other agencies at several locations across Leicestershire, including North West Leicestershire. 

We arrested 7 people, for burglary offences, theft of motorbike, thefts and damage.  We also seized a further 7 vehicles with either no insurance or tax. 

Tackling Anti-Social Behaviour  
On the Evening of Sunday 8/10/17 and overnight 

Our Special Constables ran Operation Urge. 

This paid attention to reported anti-social behaviour due to 

‘car cruisers’ around the Castle Donington area and also 

young people gathering in cars at Ashby. A few young people were advised about the community concerns, requested to be considerate, albeit on this occasion those we spoke to did not appear to be involved in ASB. 

This summer we have issued 48 ASB advice and/or warning letters to young person’s causing a disturbance near to the Bath Grounds in Ashby. 

We continue to discourage the purchase and use of off road bikes. Often it is young people ‘trespassing’ on land and committing traffic violations by riding on paths and roads. NWLDC kindly included an article in their tenancy magazine and with the help of our volunteer we have been delivering leaflets in areas affected, where we believe some riders are locals. 

We have given Section 59 notices (seizure of vehicles used in manner causing alarm, distress or annoyance) to 4 offenders 

Traffic matters
The Traffic Management Department lead on Community speeding concerns.  On occasions they ask for support at some locations where it is assessed not requiring enforcement vans.  Our Specials have been providing further support to address community concern over speeding. They have completed checks in High Street/ Hill Top Castle Donington (B6540), Rawdon Road Moira, Ryecroft Road, Hemington, B5324 Belton, Bosworth Road Measham, Atherstone Road/ Burton Road Measham, Ibstock Road Ellistown, Spring Lane Swannington, B586 Measham Road Moira, Pisca Lane Heather, Mill Lane Heather and Leicester Road Ashby.

Screening for Drug Driving
Driving under the influence of drugs is regrettably a growing national problem. We are currently training our officers in use of the new roadside testing kits.  

Public Safety
On 7/9/17 the Police, NWLDC licensing department and the Driver Vehicle Standard Agency (DVSA) ran checks on taxi and public service drivers near to East Midlands Airport. A total of 138 licensed vehicles were inspected. 

One vehicle was seized as the driver was uninsured. Four vehicles received prohibition notices.  Two drivers were reported for no road tax and another was issues with a fixed penalty notice for a tyre significantly below the legal limit.  Notifications were also issued regarding minor defects.

Domestic Abuse
Tackling Domestic Abuse is a national priority for the Home Office, Police, Neighbourhood Watch and Crimestoppers.

Neighbourhood Watch is working with Crimestoppers to raise awareness about domestic abuse and what our supporters and volunteers can do to help prevent and report it.

I had the honour of presenting certificates to ‘Stars’ that could have been cast from West end show. Their commitment was rewarded with some professional beauty products. 

Importantly all of the girls that attended and applied for a course successfully secured a place that includes work placements. Research shows that those involved in apprenticeships are less likely to become involved in crime.  

The staff that arranged and ran this course were nominated for the Police & Crime Commissioners Neighbourhood team of the year award and were highly commended runners up. Well done Janet Pallett (King Edward), Helen McNulty (Impact), Matt Suffolk, Elena Chambers & Luke Broughton (Police) and Jane Harwood Stephenson College.

Lorry Watch

Working with the Parish Council, having been made aware of perceived HGV travelling through the village, the beat team are closely monitoring the situation and with the launch of the ‘Lorry Watch’ scheme are pleased to report that a number of residents have passed comment on the noticeable reduction in HGV movements.
Operation Obedience
Following a number of complaints from residents with regard to Vehicle ASB in and around the Station Rd and the Broad Meadows/EMDC Trading Estates the beat team gathered informative and valuable intelligence which enabled the hard targeting the problem as part of Op Obedience which has so far been successful if somewhat a major demand on deployable resources.

The team get assistance from Special Constables and are pleased to report further vehicles have been stopped and dealt with appropriately since in addition to those previously reported.

The area is remains on the EMOps Traffic brief who will be carrying out patrols at the appropriate times. 

This has now been given a beat priority – there have been some 80+ reports of vehicle ASB in the last year, and as such, the Beat Team are working closely with NWLDC in applying for a High Court Injunction (with the power of arrest) to ban ‘Car Cruise’ type ASB District wide. PCSO Bradley is currently collating and creating a combined file for presentation to the District Council’s Legal Team in preparation for a court appearance. 

This Sec222 Injunction has been used successfully by a number of City and County Councils across England and Wales.

PREVENT

“PREVENT is safeguarding against terrorism, 

SAFEGUARDING is everyone’s responsibility.”

Working with partner agencies and neighbouring Parish Councils local key members of the community have been invited to attend a PREVENT initiative event which will discuss and explain Cyber/Internet Safety/Child Exploitation and the Prevent Duty in more detail.  

Prevent is aimed at stopping people becoming radicalised and to support those at risk and most importantly to provide safeguarding interventions to those in need!  In doing this many Prevent qualified individuals provide training to schools in order for teachers to recognise signs of radicalisation and what factors may make certain people more vulnerable.  All schools are taught the Fundamental British Values (age appropriate depending on year group) in order to educate and protect ALL generations and encourage them to respect others.  

It is important to raise awareness in the local communities, in the exercise of their functions and their need to have due regard to prevent people from being drawn into terrorism.  This sounds very high level and convoluted, but there is a proven need locally to raise awareness of Cyber and Internet Safety, Child Exploitation and Radicalisation.  

Everyone should have a willingness to understand/learn about these dangers in order to safeguard those most vulnerable.   

Members of our local Police Force and NWLDC will provide sessions on Cyber/Internet Safety/Child Exploitation and the Prevent Duty with a chance for local groups and people to network and promote their own groups during the break.

The idea is to raise awareness of the need and then to help facilitate and promote the work within the schools through the plays put on by AlterEgo – “Going to Extremes and Chelsea’s Choice” and ensure that as many parents, carers and residents get the chance to access and view this information.  

The event will be held on Tuesday 14th November at 7pm-9pm at The Spital Pavilion, Castle Donington, DE74 2NQ.

Arrival 6.30pm for tea, coffee and networking.

b) Approving of committee minutes:

At last month’s meeting, it was reported that minutes from a committee meeting should be approved only by the committee and thus if they are presented at Full Council they should only be received.  This is per LRALC newsletter 4.  

Upon further investigation, I would suggest that this advice is incorrect or at best open to interpretation.    

The actual statutory guidance states:

“The draft minutes of a meeting must be formally approved by the next suitable meeting and duly signed by the chairman of the meeting ………….”

This could obviously be interpreted in a number of ways, but the statutory guidance states “suitable meeting” therefore my advice is that it is totally acceptable for all minutes to be approved at the next full council meeting as is the current practice.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.

c) Traders Meeting – First meeting of the new Traders Group.  Presentation given by Lindsey Newman-Wood on the benefit of Social Media.  Very interesting and informative.  Something that the Parish Council could also benefit from.  She explained about identifying target audiences, building relationships, improving customer services, paying for services such as the “Boost a Post”, etc.

The Traders also discussed about a “virtual tour” of their premises using YouTube platform.  This is something that the PC could do for the village, its services/premises and the village businesses?  Not sure how, but worth investigating.  

Also, Google My Business is something that can enhance the way people find your business service. 

Facebook needs to be used more to get more visitors etc.  It can be used in conjunction with SnapChat and should create “stuff” people will like/interest – not just the formal stuff – sometimes a light-hearted picture/caption can get people’s attention better than full page of words!  Encourage people to share, by perhaps using a competition? 

Marks and Spencer attended the meeting and are keen to be involved.  

The Traders are looking at creating a leaflet that outlines the village centre and all the businesses.  Phil from Once Removed is working on this.  Marks and Spencer have offered to share the leaflet once produced, share any information about business, leaflet etc, information put on power points, etc via their screen within the facility of in the canteen.  

The Parish Council Christmas Cheer event was discussed and how the Traders can become involved this year and in the future.  This year they are to include all shops to open and participate in the shop window competition and kid’s competition.  Create publicity that will advise customers that they are looking at doing late night shopping experience.  In the future, they have realised that there are opportunities to do more and expand the experience for their customers.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.  

d) The East Midlands Gateway Infrastructure Team has given the Parish Council a contribution of £1,000 to towards Christmas festivities in the Parish.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.  

e) Clerk and Cllr Ambrose-Jones attended a small lunch meeting at the Priest House given by the Airport.  EMA is keen to have an open dialogue with its closest neighbours and they believe that face to face opportunities are a good way to keep in touch.  Very enjoyable and informative and also a chance to meet other clerks and chairman.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.

f) 
The Clerk attended Annual Conference.  Very informative and interesting discussions, although the new two-day format didn’t seem to catch enough of the major speakers that have been present before.  Information gained that may help with providing a transport scheme for the Hub, will be very useful.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.  

g) The Clerk, Deputy and Admin staff all attended Project Griffin training session put on by the Police.  Very informative training session highlighting the need to be aware about Cyber Crime, Terrorism etc.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.  

h) Ulyett Landscapes – A new grounds maintenance manager has been appointed – Craig Clapperton is moving on and Fred Parker is taking over.  Fred is currently the head groundsman; therefore, a new head groundsman will need to be appointed too.  Once all the new people are in post, a meeting will be arranged to introduce them to the Parish Council’s grounds man.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.  

i)    Cemetery House – Discussions have taken place with the prospective new tenants; draft terms of reference have been issued and a draft agreement has been sent to the tenant’s solicitor.  The amount of rent was agreed as suggested at the last meeting with the aim that the new tenants can move in as soon as is practicable.  Various health and safety reports need to be undertaken i.e. asbestos, electrical, gas and these will be completed over the next few weeks. RESOLVED:  To receive the information.
j)    Parish Rooms – A number of viewings have taken place, from interested parties looking for residential conversations, to different types of business, etc.  One offer has been made, considerably lower than the asking price, so they were told to go away and reconsider as the offer was not acceptable.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.  
k) Meeting with Miller Homes regarding the application for 895 houses off Park Lane.  The development should recommence early 2018; the main delays have been around the sale contracts on the various parcels of land within the application site.  The strategic landscape plan is currently being prepared and should be ready by the end of the month.  The bypass road will be started at the Hill Top end and be built in full; there will be no additional road closures. The housing development itself, will commence early to mid-2018 and will necessitate some construction vehicles to access off Park Lane; they are still working with NWLDC in terms of the construction traffic plan.  Questions were asked about the public open space (pitch area – off High Street) as to the suitability of the site to provide for 2 full size pitches, and changing rooms and when this site might become available to utilise.  It may be possible to renegotiate the terms of the Section 106 to obtain this provision.  The traffic calming/sign schedule/design was discussed and what has already been approved or designed and how this might help provide a safe crossing to the new Community Hub.  Copies of the approved Phase 1 and the up to date Masterplan were requested; these will be sent by email and hard copy.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.
l)    £20,000 for Seven funding for a 3G pitch.  The time has lapsed for this project due to the changes with funding from the Football Foundation being able to support.  Although, the Parish Council could potentially apply for an extension, it is unlikely that a project could be completed in the extension period.  Currently options are being investigated that would allow another “project” to be applied for, perhaps something at the Community Hub via the same scheme or whether the Parish Council can enter in to a dialogue to obtain a similar amount, but from another pot available at NWLDC.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.  

m) £20,000 for Seven funding for the Library – They are looking to ask for an extension due to the move to the Hub.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.  
3874/17 CHAIRMAN’S REPORT 
a) Christmas dinner social for Parish Councillors/staff – Further venue suggestions were made and update to be given once investigated.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
3875/17 Representatives' Reports, including reports from LCC and NWLDC councillors

a) East Midlands Gateway – Roxhill/Sergo – Community Liaison Group 
A453 contraflow scheduled to be removed October 30th (will then take one week to repair central reservation, crossing points and crash barrier) so will be two lane dual carriageway again from November 6th. Entrance to site will be from the roundabout on A453, i.e. its official entrance from this time. (not Church Street, Lockington).

At this time works to junction 24 roundabout will commence and starting at A6 and working its way round the junction. This is scheduled to go on for a year. Chances are Castle Donington will suffer as before when junction 24 work was done, expect this for 12 months. 

M1 Smart motorways is due to finish in December 2018. After this time we should expect traffic flows to be considerably better.

Kegworth bypass now commenced by a company called Buckingham. 

The bridge over the M1 is being built in a field in Kegworth and will be installed over a long weekend in May. It will be driven into place, although an engineering marvel we are advised it is not a spectator sport as it will take 36 hours to put in place. M1 will be closed for 4 days. Highways England would prefer this to be Bank Holiday weekend but events at Donington Park suggest it won’t be.

Ashby Road will close in May and thereafter only be accessible to buses, bicycles and pedestrians.

To date 1.8 million M3 of soil has been moved, as reported before the need to have the depth dug for the railway means additional bunding at the edge of the site. Grass seed to southern border already started and it is hoped shrubs and trees will be planted in December.

Roxhill remain hopeful that building work on Units 1 & 2 (unofficially Amazon and Nestlé) will commence in January.

Final train operator to be chosen in next quarter from a short list of 3.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information
b) LCC – Big discussions.  Cllr Sizer and the Clerk attended this event.  This was a follow up from some earlier meetings with Parish Councils.  Very little was gleaned from the discussions, as after the initial discussion centring around the fact that the LCC still needs to make savings, most attendees raised issues and concerns that were personal to their parish.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information  
c) Cllr A Saffell reported about the NWLDC decision to approve a new leisure centre in Coalville; he explained about the costs and funding and advised that this project would take until 2018 to come to fruition.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.  
d) Cllr C Hills reported on several issues surrounding the Section 106 for the 275-house development off Park Lane.  The library has had issues in that it was forced to spend money or lose it; money spent by LCC when it is earmarked for Castle Donington; highways money that has not been spent and it is unclear as to where this money is or what has been done with it.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information with forthcoming updates in due course.
