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INSPECTOR BHAKTA’S NEWS February 2018   

Welcome to the first blog of 2018.  

 I’m sure you may have noticed we have relocated to our new premises alongside our colleagues from Leicestershire Fire and Rescue Service.  

Even though we have been on the move we haven’t taken our eye off the ball, here’s a roundup of the many things we have been working on:
Christmas Celebrate Safely

Our Christmas ‘Celebrate Safely’ Campaign was a lot of hard work but well received. The police, North West Leicestershire District Council (NWLDC) and Leicestershire Fire and Rescue Service worked together with Pubwatch; local businesses and communities to make our towns and villages a safer and more secure place to be.  Hermitage FM also helped us by sending out some key safety messages.  

There was also a joint operation between NWLDC licensing and the police to check on taxis and private hire vehicles. In total 19 vehicles were referred to the testing station for examination by mechanics. Their findings were: 

· 11 were found with defects

· One plate was removed and suspended

· 10 required re-inspection at the depot

· All drivers were in possession of their badges

Andy Cooper NWLDC Licensing lead said; “This was the busiest operation we have ever run”.  
For anyone who follows www.facebook.com/NorthWestLeicsPolice/ you would have seen myself and Sergeant Ian Weston appealing for our residents to nominate a vulnerable person to receive a crime prevention pack, the response was amazing and between this appeal and the events we attended managed to hand out at events over 500 personal safety, vehicle crime and burglary prevention packs. (Castle Donington Co-Op were the local involved business).

We are grateful to NWLDC Community Safety Team who part funded the packs and the police volunteers that packed a lot of bags. 

Drink Drive Campaign.

North West Special Police Constables led on the National Drink Drive Campaign.  On the launch date 1/12/17 they administered four road tests in Ashby. Three people had alcohol in their system having had a drink after work but were below the police limit.  One male was arrested and later charged.  It was disappointing to learn he had a previous conviction for drinking and driving. 
	On 2/12/17 the specials undertook a morning after initiative. No breath tests were administered however one male was arrested for driving whilst under the influence of drugs. Officers are now equipped with road-side drug testing kits. 

Across the force area we arrested a total 99 people for being unfit behind the wheel during December including 21 for drug driving:


· 35 of these arrests were made following a road traffic collision

· 33 of the arrested drivers were aged 25 or under

· Over a third of the arrests were made in Leicester (37) along with significant numbers in Charnwood (21), North West Leicestershire (12) and Hinckley & Bosworth (9)

· The highest road side breath tests was 141, over four times the legal limit

Jonathan Clarkson, spokesperson for the Leicester, Leicestershire and Rutland Road Safety Partnership said, “The number of arrests is significantly up on December 2016, when we saw 50 people arrested, including 46 drink and 4 drug.”

George Ellul, 49 years old of Hermitage Court Whitwick appeared in Court on 21/11/17 where he was sentenced to 13 weeks imprisonment for possession of Class ‘A’ drugs, burglary and breach of his suspended sentence order. 

41 year old William Ritchie of Price Street Coalville appeared in Leicester Crown Court on the 19th January and was sentenced to a total of 4 years for two burglaries.

Three people have been charged and remanded in custody in connection with a series of ATM attacks across the East Midlands and neighbouring counties last year: 

· Heathan Hall, 27, of Copt Oak, Markfield, 

· Wayne Smith, 35, of Manor Road, Barlestone, 

· Swaly Price, of no fixed address

Neighbourhood Priority Team 
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Since 4th January, North West Neighbourhood Priority Team officers have been conducting both high visibility and plain clothed patrols around Measham and the Bardon area.  So far they have arrested two people for burglaries, one of which has been charged and the other is still under investigation.  Other arrests included: two for theft from motor vehicles, one for drink drive and five people were stopped and search after being found in an abandoned building. 

It was a little disappointing that despite all this activity in North West Leicestershire, crime for December 2017 rose slightly by 6.9%.  However we performed much better than the force overall which is up 17%.  That made us feel it was worth the long hours. 

Nationally crime is up 22 % and regrettably Leicestershire Police is following that trend. We are however mindful that changes to our crime reporting methods coupled with encouraging people to report hate crime, sexual offices, child sexual exploitation, human trafficking and domestic violence will increase the figures. 

Information Initiative
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 From 23rd January a new campaign is being launched across Leicester, Leicestershire and Rutland to encourage people to keep vital personal and medical information in a bottle in their fridge.  

Each bottle comes with two stickers which should be stuck on the inside of the front door and on the fridge door which should alert you to the fact that there is a bottle in the fridge with information in it.

Finding that information will save a lot of time and give you quick useful information about the person if they have gone missing or something has happened – in fact it could help us save a life.  You can pick up bottle from the Front Enquiry Desk at North West Leicestershire District Council.

3930/18 CHAIRMANS REPORT
a) Update on meeting with LCC re High Street junction and Section 106 £250k – Cllr R Sizer updated the Parish Council on the meeting: -

i. Discussion took place regarding the Section 106 monies and it was stated that circa £150k is still available for improvements to the area.  RESOLVED: LCC is to confirm to the Parish Council as where the Section 106 monies have been spent and confirm that £150k is still available.  

ii. Signalling at the junction has been altered to create a four-way changing sequence; the installation of a box junction at the bottom of Market Street/Bondgate, both of which are to improve pedestrian safety and create a more even spread of the traffic congestion.  The lights are “smart” traffic lights but are having to cope with excessive traffic due to Smart Motorways and Roxhill development for the SRFI; the junction is 100% over capacity it was designed for.  A number of complaints have been received regarding the build-up of traffic on High Street and Bondgate and Park Lane.  LCC confirmed the lights were being monitored and will be continued to do so for a period of time, with timings adjusted and are now set to the maximum of traffic movement.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
b) Development off Carnival Way – The Parish Council has concerns about this application, due to its location within the village and not on preferred HGV routes.  It was confirmed that no highways comments have been received by NWLDC Planning.  Alternative locations for the development are preferred due to their ability to use the HGV routes around the village and not through it.  RESOLVED: To invite the developer to the next Full Council meeting and to write to Ian Nelson, NWLDC, insisting that they chase for the LCC highways comments.

c) Parish Liaison Working Group – The Clerk attended this recently to look at ways of improving / continuing to ensure the experience meets everyone needs.  NWLDC is keen that the Parish Liaison meeting are parish led and interactive.  They are looking for more input from parishes.  Shortening the meetings was discussed but it was felt that the current format worked well, but they may have one meeting that is more of a showcase event of services that can be provided by NWLDC or other service providers.  It is also proposed that there may be a newsletter in between meetings to ensure relevant information is sent out in a timely manner.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
d) Grants are available from NWLDC to promote 100th Anniversary of WW1; Parish Council and other groups can apply.  The British Legion has been advised and will be looking to utilise it.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
e) Airport Parking – Free parking at the airport has been communicated to local licensing authorities to encourage the use by taxis in particular instead of parking on grass verges.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
f) Lamp post poppy scheme by NWLDC – small grants are available to encourage poppies to be put up and around the district.  The matter was discussed at the British Legion meeting recently and the preferred option is for the Parish Council to facilitate this as last year and try and raise additional funds for the British Legion, plus ensuring that poppies are put up and taken down at the appropriate times.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
g) £50k grant from NWLDC; the second payment of the agreed £100k for community projects in the Northern Parishes is being progressed by the Chief Executive, Bev Smith.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
h) New bus service is being implemented between Ilkeston and the airport via Trent Lane and Darsway with an hourly service between 6.00am and 11.00pm.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.

i) Street Trading application from for A & S Catering had been received which was e-mailed to all Councillors for comment.  RESOLVED: No objection.

i. Main contract works – All the various financial/legal/planning bits are being pulled together with an expected start date of mid-March.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.

iii. Archaeological report and watching brief, to be undertaken by Leicester University which will commence when main contract works commence at an approximate cost of £7,500, based upon 5 days watching brief and associated reports.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
iv. Building designer/contract administrator is also liaising with the preferred contractor for a programme of works and construction phase H&S paperwork.  The Clerk is to speak to the Parish Council insurers to confirm what information they need from the Contractor and how and who the insurance of the building will be with during the construction phase, as per the normal JCT contract form.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
b) Update on planning conditions (archaeological and windows) – The building designer/contract administrator is undertaking the necessary works to comply with Building Regulations and conditions of the planning permission, in particular, the archaeological works and window designs.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.  The building designer/contract administrator is progressing the necessary quotes for the replacement windows, as per the advice given by NWLDC planning conservation officer.    
c) Update on user groups / agreements / fees – User groups have been pushing for a meeting.  Now that the Parish Council has the final plans and draft user agreement a meeting of the Joint Working Group will be arranged over the next few weeks.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
