ANTISOCIAL BEHAVIOUR

Antisocial behaviour (ASB) covers a wide range of unacceptable activity that causes harm to an individual, to their community or to their environment. This could be an action by someone else that leaves you feeling alarmed, harassed or distressed. It also includes fear of crime or concern for public safety, public disorder or public nuisance.

Examples of ASB include:

•Nuisance, rowdy or inconsiderate neighbours

•Vandalism, graffiti and fly-posting

•Street drinking

•Environmental damage including littering, dumping of rubbish and abandonment of cars

•Prostitution related activity

•Begging and vagrancy

•Fireworks misuse

•Inconsiderate or inappropriate use of vehicles

The police, local authorities and other community safety partner agencies, such as Fire & Rescue and social housing landlords, all have a responsibility to deal with anti-social behaviour and to help people who are suffering from it.

If you are experiencing problems with antisocial behaviour, or have any concerns about it, or other community safety issues, you should contact your local council or visit our report online page for more information. In an emergency, call 999.

Advice

It is important to keep records of when and what behaviour is happening. Don't be afraid to tell one of the partner agencies about it and to ask for support when you need it.

Antisocial behaviour community trigger

A Community Trigger is a process which gives victims and communities the right to request a review of an ongoing antisocial behaviour or hate incident that you believe has not been adequately dealt with. 

It is designed to ensure that the police, council and other relevant organisations work together to try and resolve any complaints about antisocial behaviour by talking about the problem, sharing information and using resources to try to reach an agreeable outcome.

When to report

A request to activate a Community Trigger can be made if, within the last six months:

•You (as an individual) have complained to the Council, Police or a Registered Housing Provider (social landlord) about three separate incidents of antisocial behaviour within your area, or

•Three individuals in your local community have complained separately to the Council, Police or Registered Housing Provider (social landlord) about the same incident of anti-social behaviour, or

•You have been a victim of a hate incident.

and

•You are dissatisfied with the response from agencies.

Please note that in order for a Community Trigger to be considered you must have made your initial complaint of antisocial behaviour within one calendar month of the incident occurring.

To use the community trigger please contact your local council.

DOMESTIC AND SEXUAL VIOLENCE

Tackling domestic and sexual violence are key priorities for the police and NWLDC to address. We have recently worked with Juniper Lodge which is a Sexual Assault Referral Centre (SARC) and supported them in gaining training to deal with more victims or sexual crime. As a result a pilot scheme for group therapy is planned for victims of sexual crimes specifically on North West Leicestershire. As the programmed develops further detail will be released. This is particularly important for rural communities due to the social isolation caused by such abuse.
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COUNTY LINES:

The term County Lines describes gangs and organised criminal networks involved in exporting illegal drugs into other areas of the country, often small towns, using dedicated mobile phone lines or another form of 'deal line' which can be a person. They are likely to exploit children or vulnerable adults to move and store the drugs and money and will often use coercion, intimidation, violence (including sexual violence) and weapons.

How do gangs get children and adults to work for them?

Often there is an exchange between the child or vulnerable adult and gang member who receives something they need or want for carrying out a task. This may be cash, drugs, clothes or even protection, status, affection or perceived friendship. They may also carry out a task out of fear of violence or retribution.

What is Cuckooing?

Cuckooing is a form of county lines crime in which drug dealers take over the home of a vulnerable person in order to criminally exploit them as a base for drug dealing, often in multi-occupancy or social housing properties.

What are the signs to look out for?

County Lines

The following signs could suggest that someone is being exploited through county lines activity:

Gang association or isolation from peers or social networks. 

Missing from home or schools and/or significant decline in performance 

New friends or relationships with those who don't share any mutual friendships with the victim or anyone else 

May be carrying a weapon 

Receiving more texts or calls than usual 

Sudden influx of cash, clothes or mobile phones 

Unexplained injuries 

Significant changes in emotional well-being 

Cuckooing

The following signs suggest that someone could be a victim of cuckooing:

Increase in anti-social behaviour 

A neighbour who hasn't been seen for an extended period 

Increase in people entering or leaving or an increase in cars or bikes outside a home 

Signs of drug use 

Windows covered or curtains closed for a long period 

Who is at risk?

Any child, young person or vulnerable person could be at risk of being criminally exploited by drugs or organised crime gangs. However, some are more vulnerable including those who are:

Experiencing domestic violence, parental drug abuse or criminality 

Have an unstable home life 

Are excluded from school and suffering social isolation 

Suffering homelessness or living in insecure accommodation 

Have learning or physical disabilities and/or mental health issues 

Have associations with criminality or being in care 

How can you help?

Everyone can help by learning the signs to look out for and being vigilant within their work and home environments.

4125/19 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES

To confirm the minutes of the following meeting of the Parish Council:

a)  Full Council – 31 January 2019.  RESOLVED: To approve the minutes.  

4126/19 CHAIRMANS REPORT
a) Update on works associated with the development off Park Lane, including road closures at Hill Top and Back Lane.  Relief road is due to open autumn 2019.  Back Lane additional works to be undertaken to completely re-tarmac which will mean this section of the scheme will take an additional couple of weeks.  At Hilltop, the traffic lights will be in place for approximately three months to allow for a number of services to be re-laid through the roundabout/road layout.  Work will stop for Download, then recommence after until finished.  It was asked for “village only signs” to be erected once the relief road is open.  LCC/developer will look in to this.  
Traffic calming for Hilltop/High Street was mentioned briefly.  General discussion about the type and design took place.  The preferred type suggested by the LCC is the “cushion” style.  Further discussion is needed, and the Chairman will raise this at the next joint meeting with highways and the developer. RESOLVED: To receive the information.
b) A50 Castle Donington island roadworks to commence Monday 4 March for 4/5 nights with south and north closures.  During the time of the closure the HGV weight limit will be lifted for deliveries/collections for the village.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
c) Parish Liaison meeting – Wednesday 27 February 2019
Information notes from the meeting as below: -
Ian Nelson Planning – Local Plan
Leicestershire – Strategic Growth Plan – Signed off 2018.
Local Plan – Adopted November 2017 – Reviews taking place; responses to consultations from June 2018 are being considered.  Also, reviews around housing requirements are being discussed with all housing authorities as figures do not align with National Policy.  
Neighbourhood Plans – Policy here to stay.  
1st NHP – Ashby adopted November 2019.
Ellistown – Looking at its plan with referendum due summer 2019.
Hugglescote plan is now being prepared.
Swannington plan has been proposed.
NHP Event due Autumn.  
Mel Long and Louise Beeston – Election Information
NWLDC is piloting a new voter ID.  Every voter needs to prove who they are.  The form of ID for NWL is the Poll Card.  This MUST be presented when voting – if you lose your card it can be replaced up to 24hours before the day of election.  
Councillor Election Nomination packs are NOW available!
Packs contain Nomination Papers in a plastic wallet and guidance papers etc loose in the pack.  Re-standing Councillors can apply for a Register of Electors in their ward from the 26th March not before.

Packs to be returned to the monitoring officer at NWLDC between March 22nd (NOT before) and 3rd April – DEADLINE 3rd April before 4pm.  Packs MUST be HAND DELIVERED – although someone else can return it on their behalf. 
It is advised that you have your papers checked when returning them.  NWLDC have an appointment system therefore if you would like your papers checked please book one!  Officers will deal with ALL applications in the order they are received.  
DO NOT leave your papers at the reception desk – They MUST be given to the Monitoring Officer or her delegated office.  

Should know on the 4th April if an election is required.  The count will be done overnight this year and published asap. PLEASE DO NOT ring in before checking elsewhere.

The expense form MUST be completed and returned to NWLDC – even if it’s NIL within 28 days (this is law and the responsibility of the candidate).  Although this is called an expense form and each person gets an allowance (if an election takes place) – this CANNOT be claimed back! 

How Safe is Your Data – Sam Hancock, Cyber Protect Officer, Leicestershire Police

Sam gave a whistle stop tour of this subject.  A full presentation will be available 
shortly through NWLDC.  

One of the main topics discussed was looking at the hacking/pawning of your email address.  It was advised that everyone should use the website to check if their email has been pawned and take the necessary action, which in the main is to regularly change your password.  https://haveibeenpwned.com/  

It was also recommended that Councillors have a ‘council email account’ and those who use personal ‘Facebook’ accounts should ensure their ‘Friends List’ is set to ‘Private’.

RESOLVED: To receive the information.
d) Chairman’s Dinner – Dates were discussed, and the Chairman’s Dinner was set for Friday 5 April at the Community Hub.  RESOLVED: Councillors to advise the Clerk of attendance.
4127/19 CLERKS REPORT
a) Prospective Councillor event – Information and advice for new councillors and those re-standing in May.  The date of this meeting/training session is 14 March @ 6.30pm.  Other local councils have been invited.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.   NWLDC roadshow is coming out to the village to advise people about the new “Register to Vote”.  This is on Thursday 21 March at the Community Hub.     

b) Keep Britain Tidy Spring – Any plans or ideas? RESOLVED: Defer due to the start of Purdah ahead of the elections in May. 

c) Fly tipping and rubbish
Parish Council staff and volunteers, yet again, are fighting a battle with fly tipping and mess (broken glass, general rubbish) being created by individuals thus causing a hazard for others!  It is needless, wanted vandalism and will not be tolerated.  NWLDC enforcement and the Police are aware of recent incidents and will be dealing accordingly with those concerned.  Our Lengthsman, caretaker, groundsman and volunteers are constantly having to clear up and this is always heightened during school holidays.  If you as a local see any issues, then please report these through the correct channels, to ensure swift action is taken.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.   

d) Operation London Bridge – Council need to consider what and how they will put in plans in the days after a death of a royal, in particular, the Queen.  This matter keeps raising its profile and the Parish Council needs to be aware certain protocol will be needed in the immediate time after the death of a royal, especially the monarch.  The matter is to be discussed at the next Parish Laision meeting, and a full report will be brought back.  RESOLVED:  That Clerk, Chairman and Vice-chairman is given authority to undertake any necessary actions as advised by a higher authority in the event of the death of a member of the royal family.  The Parish Council also need to consider the coronation of a new King and what it might want to do.  Protocol will be advised, but it is something that the Parish Council needs to be aware of.  RESOLVED:  Both matters to be discussed at the next Amenities committee.  

e) Cemetery House – Update and review of contract and proposals to undertake some minor works.  Contract states annual review and a request to make alterations to the property to allow for the installation of a fridge unit and create parking area as per their planning application.  Alterations to remove a window, install a door and fridge unit, do not require planning permission and are on the rear of the property so causing no visual issue.  Garden lawn is being removed to allow for hard standing for vehicles.  On road parking was raised a concern by the neighbours.  Kintons have also requested that they sponsor the toilet, giving it a coat of paint and replacing the toilet.  Changes all seem in hand.  RESOLVED:  To accept their requests and continue with the lease for another year.  Lease fees to be reviewed at the end of the year for 2020.  Whilst at the property the state of the CCTV was looked at it appears not be working properly.  RESOLVED:  To upgrade and repair the CCTV system to ensure that the property (house and cemetery grounds) are covered sufficiently and in line with new GDPR regulations.      

f) M&S rail freight terminal is being mobilised.  Project manager has made contact.  Meeting deferred, to be held on 7 March.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.    

g) Insurance claim has been lodged following a medical incident at Music in the Park (for information only, further details to follow later). RESOLVED: No further update available.  

h) Community Hub – Safe Guarding and Fire Safety training update report.  RESOLVED:  Safe Guarding training happened last week; thanks to PCSO K Bradley for his time in preparing and undertaking this on behalf of the Community Hub users.  Fire Safety cancelled due to mix up by Chubb.  New date to be arranged.   RESOLVED:  To receive the information.
i) Moira Dale – Sports facilities enhancements – The facilities are below the standard required these days, and initial investigations in to renovating and upgrading of the changing rooms and community lounge area are being looked at.  Designs and costs will be brought back to Parish Council in due course.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.
j) Roadworks at A50 and diversion of traffic through the village.  Information has been received via LCC and Highways England and this has been made available through the website and Facebook.  A number of questions have been raised as to why this needs to happen and where the HGVs will be diverted throughout the whole day or during the works (which is overnight).  LCC has advised that diversion through the village will normally only be for the period of the work, and that in between Highways England will lay down the signs.  The work has been deferred in the past due to the Smart Motorways and Roxhill but is necessary and needs to be done so they have little option other than what is being proposed.  They are also aware of the Hilltop traffic works for the relief road.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.
k) East Midlands Airport Director of Corporate Affairs will be attending the next Full Council on 28 March 2019 to update the Parish Council on its plans, and their working with the community and access to volunteers and the Community Fund.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.
l) Citizens Advice – Letter of thanks for the recent donation.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.
m) LCC New Children’s and Families Wellbeing Service and re designation of Children’s Centres.  Full report is available at https://www.leicestershire.gov.uk/news/new-children-and-families-wellbeing-service basically this means that the Sure Start centre in Castle Donington WILL BE REMAINING and will serve 0-19 Families Wellbeing Service.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.

This was part of the work of the Spital caretaker for a while, however, it is not possible to undertake both positions with the level of bookings at Spital Park.  RESOLVED:  To advertise the position of caretaker/cleaner for Moira Dale with the possibility of additional hours to help at the other venues/cover for holiday sickness.
