3882/17 POLICE MATTERS

a) Update on local issues, including crime figures

RESOLVED:  To receive the report:
CRIME PREVENTION ADVICE: -

“Lock up and light up”. 

The daylight hours are now reducing as we near the winter months and we would like to remind residents to take steps to reduce the attraction of their properties being in darkness and appearing to be easy targets for burglary. If your property appears occupied, then it is less likely to be targeted. There are a number of devices you can obtain to assist you in keeping your property lit during the hours of darkness such as appliance timers and “fake TV” type devices. It’s not worth the risk

The NPCC Christmas Drink and Drug Driving Campaign will start at 0001 hours on Friday 1st December 2017 and concludes at 2359 hours on Monday 1st January, 2018.  The European TISPOL campaign will run from 11th December 2017 until the 17th December 2017.

Over 200 people were killed in the UK in 2016 as a result of drink related collisions.  Despite falls in deaths in the 1980’s and 1990’s it is clear that many drivers are still ignoring our advice and are putting others at risk by driving whilst under the influence of drink or drugs.  Young drivers are now of particular concern and are featuring disproportionately in the ‘positive’ statistics.  

In Leicestershire and Rutland a significant minority of drivers are still not heeding our advice.  This is illustrated by the fact that each month running up to this campaign up to 80 drivers are testing positive in the Force area.  This raises significant road safety problems for all road users.

PREVENT:-

“PREVENT is safeguarding against terrorism, 

SAFEGUARDING is everyone’s responsibility.”

Working with partner agencies and neighboring Parish Councils local key members of the community were invited to attend a PREVENT initiative event which discussed and explained Cyber/Internet Safety/Child Exploitation and the Prevent Duty in detail.  

Over 40 attendees saw two presentations by the Local Police Beat Team and NWLDC. The sessions covered Cyber/Internet Safety/Child Exploitation and the Prevent Duty. 

This event raised awareness at stopping individuals becoming victims of CSE, Radicalization and Cyber Crime and offered valuable safeguarding interventions to those in need. It also promoted the work within the schools through the plays put on by AlterEgo – “Going to Extremes and Chelsea’s Choice” and ensure that as many parents, carers and residents get the chance to access and view this information.

3883/17 CONFIRMATION OF THE MINUTES
RESOLVED: To receive and approve the minutes: 
a) Full Council – 2 November 2017
b) Committees – 16 November 2017

3884/17 CHAIRMAN’S REPORT 

a) Volunteer Centre/UPS/Parish Council presentation at Friday Group.  The Chairman and Vice-chairman had attended the Friday Group where a minibus, purchased with funds donated by UPS, was officially handed over to the Volunteer Centre.  UPS are to issue a formal statement in due course which is to be published in the Rural Trader/wesbite.  A suggestion was made to have a notice board in the Community Hub of donations.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
b) Meeting with Bev Smith, CEO, NWLDC – The Chairman, Vice Chairman and Clerk had recently met with Bev Smith for the quarterly meeting where discussion of leisure and sport facilities for the locality, etc. took place.  Bev Smith had attended other meetings and discussions, and it was established that the Northern Parishes were seriously lacking in leisure facilities.  Cllr R Canny advised that the college were refurbishing their AstroTurf in conjunction with NWLDC.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
c) Roxhill meeting about willow fields and conversion of footpath, on Moira Dale, to footpath/cycle route 
· At the recent meeting LCC advised the footpath, L57, had now been upgraded to a footpath/cycleway link as per the Development Consent Order.  The Parish Council questioned how this can happen without the consent of the landowner, ie itself!  Discussion took place around the reasons for not upgrading this footpath due to the location next to the sports pitches and play area; other suggestions were made of an alternative route adjacent to the Turf allotments and the college.  RESOLVED: Roxhill seemed open to this conversation.  LCC were to investigate the possibility and revert back in due course.  
· Discussion took place regarding the possible purchase of willow fields behind Moira Dale in order to create more recreational land, including sports pitches.  RESOLVED:  Roxhill were happy to discuss the matter and will revert back to the Parish Council with additional information in due course.  
d) Meeting with college regarding potential joint recreation project.  Similar discussion as that with NWLDC CEO.  Project ideas to be investigated and joint meeting with all parties to be arranged for 2018.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
e) Various correspondence received from local residents raising concerns: -

· Lack of visibility of councillors; possible changes to boundaries – Cllr Sowter advised that he had written to the resident explaining processes and acknowledging his points; Cllr Saffell had done similar.  RESOLVED: The Parish Council is to write to the resident inviting them to attend a Council meeting or to meet with the Chairman/Vice-chairman.

· Information about the length of time councillors have been on the Parish Council had been requested and the Clerk had replied to the resident advising the process of electing councillors and how a term of office works as governed by statute.  Long serving councillors were asked if they would be happy to confirm how long they had been councillors for as election records at NWLDC, electoral authority only go back as far as 1999.  RESOLVED: That the long serving councillors were happy for the information to be shared; the Chairman will revert back to the enquirer with this information.  
f) Christmas meal – The Chairman proposed that an informal buffet and drinks reception was held after the Christmas meeting, instead of a sit-down Christmas meal.  He suggested that a contribution of £5/head was made towards the costs.  GrowCookShare had approached the Chairman looking for donations for Christmas items for their Christmas dinner for the elderly of the Parish.  It was suggested councillors could make a £10 voluntary donation towards this as they were now not paying for an expensive Council Christmas dinner.     RESOLVED: To receive and consider these suggestions.  
g) Concerns had been raised regarding the state of HSBC bank since it’s closure and removal of the ATM machines and wooden covers as it looks untidy within the conservation area.  The Clerk had contacted NWLDC but had been advised that nothing could be done!  It was felt that due to the location being in the Conservation area, then NWLDC should have the powers to ensure the property is not left in such a state.  RESOLVED: It was agreed that Cllr Saffell was to investigate with NWLDC on behalf of the Parish Council and report back to the next meeting.
h) Section 106 – Cllr Hills reported that dicussions will still taking place with LCC regarding the Section 106 for the 275 houses off Park Lane, in terms of the highway contribution.  It was still unclear as to what LCC are doing to comply with the legal document.  The Clerk had been working with officers at LCC to resolve this and ensure that the money is spent within Castle Donington on improvements that will actually benefit the community.  RESOLVED:  Clerk and Chairman to continue to investigate this matter and push for an early meeting with LCC.  Cllr Harrison, also confirmed he would speak to relevant person at LCC.  
3885/17 CLERK’S REPORT

a) Comments Register – RESOLVED:  Deferred to the next meeting.    

b) Castle Donington surgery – Information received to confirm that extension to the surgery have now been agreed utilising the Section 106 funding from the 275 houses.  The extension will create an extra area for administration and two new consulting rooms.  According to statistics, the average house occupancy = 2.3 per house and 2 GP’s can cope with 2500 patients.  (275 houses x 2.3 = 632 residents).  (1 FTE per 1250 list size). They are looking to be able to draw down the Section 106 money and start building early 2018.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
c) British Legion – Remembrance Day Parade.  This year saw a well-attended Remembrance Day parade on Sunday 12 November enjoying the bright, but chilly winter sun.  The British Legion and Parish Council had worked with The Leicestershire & Rutland 4 x 4 Emergency Responders and Marks and Spencers volunteers to cover the road closures and parade.  This was a new responsibility due to the financial cuts of the Police meant that their help could not be guaranteed.  All went exceptionally well, and all partners have been invited to a debrief and have been booked for 2018. The British Legion and Parish Council thanks these volunteers for giving their time to ensure the Castle Donington Remembrance Parade was a success.   Large poppies – A massive thanks to all those who donated to this project this year, it was a remarkable success with £476 being collected for the British Legion – hopefully next year, even more can be raised and an even wider spread of poppies will be achieved.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
d) The Farmers’ Market is the first users of the Community Hub and its grounds since planning permission was granted.  It was great to see the Farmers Market in its new location at the Community Hub. The Market has struggled since its move from the school, so it is hoped this new prime location will help it grow. Chris Hills, “A big thank you to the volunteers that run the market.  You offer an ethical way of shopping and support local businesses.”   The organizers of the Market give of their time and effort for free, with little help – Please feel free to support this Market and allow it to grow in this prime location.  From the next market on 9 December, the Farmer’s Market will be working with the Volunteer Centre and Parish Council to provide a bus to and from the Market.

RESOLVED: To receive the information. 
e) Purple Flag Scheme – Ashby have been assisted by NWLDC to achieve this recognition for managing its evening economy well.  The Clerk has again asked for further information in terms of Castle Donington being able to apply for this, and obtaining the assistance of NWLDC officers in achieving this aim.  RESOLVED: Clerk and Cllr Saffell to arrange a meeting with NWLDC officers.
f) Prevent training at Spital Park pavilion.  A recent event organised in conjunction with Castle Donington Parish Council, Long Whatton and Diseworth Parish Council, Breedon Parish Council, NWLDC Safer Communities Team and the local Police Beat Team put on an event to key individuals and groups from within and around the northern parishes.  The aim of the training was to get information out to people involved in the local communities and ensure that this importance of the Prevent Duty, Cyber and Internet Safety.  
Prevent is aimed at stopping people becoming radicalised and to support those at risk and most importantly to provide safeguarding interventions to those in need!  In doing this many Prevent qualified individuals provide training to schools in order for teachers to recognise signs of radicalisation and what factors may make certain people more vulnerable.  All schools are taught the Fundamental British Values (age appropriate depending on year group) in order to educate and protect ALL generations and encourage them to respect others.  It is important to raise awareness in the local communities, in the exercise of their functions and their need to have due regard to prevent people from being drawn into terrorism.  This sounds very high level and convoluted, but there is a proven need locally to raise awareness of Cyber and Internet Safety, Child Exploitation and Radicalisation.  “Everyone should have a willingness to understand/learn about these dangers to safeguard those most vulnerable”.
The event was attended by over 40 key people from the local community, with positive comments about the information given and a greater understanding of the potential risks learnt.

It is hoped that this event can be re-run again in the future offering it out to the greater community.

“Partnership working will allow for more information and training events to be held locally, giving greater opportunities for local people to attend”.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
g) Food Bank – Reverse advent calendar.  The Parish Council, along with other businesses have been approached by a local resident to help support the local Food Bank by becoming drop-off points for their “Reverse Advent Calendar”.  

“No one should go hungry, especially not at Christmas, yet here in the UK one of the richest countries in the western world, some people can’t afford to feed their families.  During 2016/17 the Trussell Trust gave out over 1.2 million three-day emergency food supplies”.

Please give your support to these local people who are helping to raise awareness and collect much needed donations.  Drop off locations are at the Parish Rooms, both Co-op stores, St Edwards school and church, Castle Donington Volunteer Centre, Castle Printwear and other locations – look out for the posters.  

Allotment holders under their tenancy agreements can not sell their produce but it was suggested to display a notice to propose any additional produce is given to the GrowCookShare project.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
h) Castle Donington Scouts have been earning an environmental badge and have been litter picking, in the dark, at Spital Park.  On the eve of the Prevent Training, attendees went out for some fresh air to be see lights shining around the field.  On further investigation it was found to be the local Scouts out litter picking!  A massive thank you to all who undertook this work – young people looking after their community.  Brilliant, well done!  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
i) Dog Fouling issues on public spaces in Castle Donington.  NWLDC has been visiting Spital Park and Moira Dale on a regular basis, patrolling and placing covert CCTV.  A lot to the surveillance on the CCTV showed most triggers were foxes and the footballers; there are a number of inconsiderate dog walkers still flouting the Dog Control Orders.  The Parish Council in conjunction with NWLDC has tried various options to educate these people; therefore, the only option is to apprehend the offenders and issue them with Fixed Penalty Notice; it is hoped that if a number of these were issued and used as an example, then others may think again, and the situation would improve.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
j) Notification has been received from Highways England around works they are to undertake on the A50 Castle Donington roundabout to resurface its full circulatory.  This is to take place early 2018 and will necessitate overnight closures meaning the access/egress to Castle Donington via Trent Lane/Station Road and Hemington vis Rycroft Road will be required to be closed.  All access/egress to the village will be via Hilltop/High Street.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
k) Licencing event – An event had recently been arranged by NWLDC and the Police in Ashby.  Many of the licensees, including the Parish Council were given less than two weeks’ notice to an event out of Parish, which is very disappointing.  The Clerk offered to help facilitate an event in Castle Donnington, allowing all local licensees to be fully up to date with current legislation and other matters relevant to their businesses.  Initially NWLDC said that it would not be bel to facilitate such an event in Castle Donington, however, after a number of conversation, the Police Beat Sergeant agreed to an information meeting initially with the licensees with a view to arranging a full work shop in time for the World Cup in 2018.  Hopefully with all partners working together the relevant information will be able to be shared locally.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
l) Cemetery House – Lease agreement progressing; no confirmed transfer date as yet.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
m) 30 Hillside – No definite offer has been received; interested party still on board, but looking at planning and funding before making formal offer.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
n) Christmas Cheer – All arranged for tomorrow, can councillors who are on duty please ensure they collect their hi viz/walkie talkie from the office or from the Market Place, dependent on time of arrival.   RESOLVED: To receive the information.

3890/17 FARMERS MARKET
To support the rejuvenation and re-location of the market to the Community Hub including an agreement for use thereof.  The Famers Market saw its first market at the Community Hub in November; all went well with the stall holders and those attending.  It is hoped that the prime location will see the market flourish as in previous years.  The Parish Council needs to formalise the use of the car park at the Hub allowing the Farmer Market to hold markets at a cost of £30.00, with the this to be reviewed on an annual basis to see how successful the Market becomes.  RESOLVED:  To approve a donation contra to the amount to be charged for the Market; thus allowing for a period of 12 months, the Market to run without charges paid to the Parish Council.   

3891/17 TO CONSIDER GRANTS/SUBSCRIPTIONS TO:
· CD Farmers Market.  The grant request is to facilitate a bus to the market from a couple of locations in the village.  This will be on a trial basis for three months; after which point consideration as to whether it is necessary and viable will be considered.  It was suggested that a pick-up point should be at Wakefield Court to allow the older residents access to the market.  RESOLVED: To approve a donation to cover the cost of a bus to and from the market for a period of 3 months.    

· To approve Spital Park pavilion booking for provision of Christmas dinner for the vulnerable and lonely and confirming a grant towards the costs thereof.  Spital Park is being hired on Christmas Day to provide a venue for the free Christmas Dinner for the vulnerable and lonely.  The users are to be charged a nominal fee for the opening and closing of the venue by the caretaker.  RESOLVED: To approve a one-off donation to cover the cost of the room hire for this worthy purpose, making a  net charge to organisers of nothing on this occasion.   

· To approve the annual grant to the Royal British Legion (as listed in the accounts above).  A request has been received for £550 to cover the cost of the Remembrance Day parade and service.  RESOVLED:  To approve the annual grant in the sum of £550 and also a donation from the Chairman’s fund for the Parish Council wreath.

RESOLVED:  That it is unlikely that any request to change the speed limits in open countryside would be approved, however, it was felt that appropriate signage to slow traffic and warn people of the bend would be of benefit.  Clerk to pursue with LCC.  
b) Concerns raised about road safety at the junction of High Street/Delven Lane/Park Lane and in particular at school times and the need for measures to be put in place to ensure the safe crossing of young people (LCC matter).  RESOLVED: To support the need for improved safety measures by requesting the change of light sequence to after Delven Lane traffic.  RESOLVED: To ask the community to become volunteer crossing patrol officers.  RESOLVED:  That the Parish Council would cover the cost of necessary training of volunteers and for DBS checks.  
c) NWLDC – Consultation on the interim Polling District and Polling Station review.  RESOLVED:  To suggest Community Hub and Village Hall as suitable locations.

d) LRALC – Newsletter no 5.  RESOLVED:  To receive the newsletter.  

e) LCC – To confirm the Parish Council’s intention to continue to maintain the urban grass verges on behalf of the LCC.  RESOLVED:  That the Parish Council wishes to continue with the urban grass cutting and receive whatever grant is available from the LCC.
