Emerging trends / Incidents of note:-

We continue to see thefts of tools from vans across the area (x3 in CD in the last month), we would encourage people to consider where they park, removing tools from vehicles overnight and ensuring all tools are property marked.

An increase in burglary other than dwelling (sheds & garages) has been seen across the area (x7 in CD) and the police team are actively pursuing and information/intelligence received from the public. 

The team recently held a Free Tool Marking and Crime Prevention Advice event in Castle Donington to have power tools, hand tools, and garden equipment marked and personalized, helping with their safe return will should they be stolen. The security marking is almost impossible to remove.

Lorry Watch

 Working with the Parish Council, having been made aware of perceived HGV travelling through the village, the beat team are closely monitoring the situation and with the launch of the ‘Lorry Watch’ scheme is pleased to report that a number of residents have passed comment on the noticeable reduction in HGV movements.

Operation Obedience

Following a number of complaints from residents with regard to Vehicle ASB in and around the Station Rd and the Broad Meadows/EMDC Trading Estates the beat team gathered informative and valuable intelligence which enabled the hard targeting the problem as part of Op Obedience.

The team got assistance from Special Constables and are pleased to report further vehicles have been stopped and dealt with appropriately since in addition to those previously reported.

The area is now on the EMOps Traffic brief who will be carrying out patrols at the appropriate times. The beat team will continue to monitor the situation.    

Crime Reports:-

The following email has been received by the Police on the 26/07/17:

Dear all,

Last night I attended the Village Hall Committee meeting and understand that there has been a spate of vandalism there. The recently installed boot scraper has been broken off, the chain ripped off the large green bin and multitudes of broken beer bottles have been found on the car park and round the pavilion.

As is its want, the VHC decided to write to CDPC to complain about this, rather than the police, however I did get them to agree to write directly to the police as well, so you should expect something in due course.

On a wider note though I have also seen the glass at the bus stop on Back Lane and learn that the new bin for the Spital has already been damaged/pulled out.

1. It is noted that a number of incidents of perceived ‘vandalism’ have been reported to the Parish Council but having checked the Police systems, none reported directly. ALL incidents of ASB/CRIME need to be reported in a timely manner by the injured party / witness by calling 101 or in an emergency 999. Being encouraged to report such incidents via the Parish Council or by ‘writing to the Police’ will delay any response in investigation and could possibly result in lost forensic opportunities. The Police Beat Team understand that the Village Hall has CCTV which may have caught any perpetrators but this evidence will be lost due to system overwrites (which normally happen after 7 – 10 days). 

The Village Hall committee MUST be encouraged to download the footage AT THE TIME OF REPORTING to preserve any evidence (this practice is already carried out successfully by the CDPC for the Spital Recreation Ground). 

2. The Bus Shelter glass has been broken for some weeks now (before the school holidays started), however no local enq’s have indicated that the damage was ‘youth related’ …..  the local youngsters do not use the area.

3. The incident of the bin being knocked over on the Spital Recreation Park was reported by the CDPC via 101 on the 20th July. CCTV footage was captured by the CDPC and downloaded. This was viewed by PCSO 6867 Bradley and along with local enq’s a suspect was immediately identified. The following day (21st July) the suspect was visited and in company with his mother (he is 14yrs old) admitted to being involve in the incident. Following Police Checks this incident was deemed to be dealt with by a Community Resolution and recorded on SENTINEL. The CDPC agreed that as no damage had been caused to the bin a letter of apology be a proportionate disposal.

Strong words of advice were given to the offender who was remorseful and accepted the consequences of his actions could be far worse than that recorded.

e) LCC Annual Liaison meeting – The Chairman updated the Parish Council on the meeting which was attended by a lot of Parish Councils with a presentation from LCC on project based community working but with a poor response from officers.  The Chairman advised that he had written a positive letter to LCC on how good all the projects were but felt there were failings of the day to day running. b) Music in the Park 2018 – Lionel Vinyl and Ed Sheeran tribute act has been booked for 2018 and the Parish Council were asked if they wished to rebook Bruno Mars tribute following the success of this year.  Discussion also took place regarding the increasing cost and size of the event.  RESOLVED: The Parish Council approved to rebook Bruno Mars Tribute act for 2018.  RESOLVED: To put on the Amenities agenda for discussion regarding future of Music in the Park.
c) LRALC 2017 Newsletter No 3 was tabled.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.  
d) Repair works to the retaining wall of the Catholic Church car park are to commence on Monday 14 August.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.  
e) HS2 – New routes for HS2 had been announced with information events to be programmed for the autumn.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.  
3840/17 REPRESENTATIVES REPORTS
a) Castle Donington College school council – Cllr Sizer gave an update on the Hub to the College school council.  Opening hours were discussed and Cllr Sizer advised that if additional opening hours were required for out of school activities then the Hub would have to be staffed by volunteers.   RESOLVED: To receive the information.
b) St Edwards school council – Cllr Sizer gave a presentation to update the school council on the Hub which had gone well.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.

c) Roxhill Liaison meeting – Cllr Ambrose-Jones had attended the meeting on 12 July 2017, notes below: -
· Website is getting plenty of visits, has been changed recently but not with regard to community section. There are 24/7 webcams which can be accessed through the website.

· Negotiations are well advanced to sell Plots 1 & 2. Peter Goddard unable to say who, however on the site tour the driver told us the 1,000,000 ft2 Plot 1 had been sold to Amazon. – Will match the Coalville premises.

· Works are currently on or slightly ahead of target (favourable weather)

· A453 works on Northbound section nearly complete, will switch to Southbound w/c 31/07/17 with completion ~07/11/17. At this stage site access will switch to the new A453 roundabout.

· Given safety concerns and the positive feedback to do so from the committee, Roxhill will discuss with Highways England about closing the Church Street Lockington access/egress to A50 in November 2017, - earlier than planned.

· There were 11/12 complaints from Kegworth concerning dust plus 2/3 from Lockington. 4 of these were reported to Environmental Health. The main cause was the recent heat wave combined with wind, however there is now constant watering, which has an additive to keep the surface wetter for longer and Winvic will suspend site movements in adverse conditions until they are satisfied effects will be minimalized. Plot 1 building (commences Autumn) should also help shield Kegworth.

· Kegworth bypass work starts 04/09; contractor is Buckingham not Winvic. Archaeological work either side of Whatton Lane precedes this in August. Road completion ETA - end Summer 2018 (6 months early).

· Highways England has been asked to install variable message signs on M1 Northbound to identify “minutes to junction 24” to discourage people coming off at J23a.

· Site tour was interesting, railway will be 28m lower than standard site ground level (canyon for this already exists). There will be major bunding to Western and Southern site borders to protect noise and light pollution to CD and Hemlock. This will be high and with tree planting it is expected that eventually nobody in these villages will actually be able to see the site.

· Roxhill is to upgrade the Diseworth Lane footpath into a cycle pathway so will need to tarmac it. Some of this work is on CDPC land so CDPC will be formally approached to give permission for Winvic to come onto its land initially to do a survey and later the actual work.
d) Cllr Sizer reminded the Parish Council that the annual bowls match is on Tuesday 8 August and to confirm attendance.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.

3842/17 medical first responder 
Cllr C Hills advised that the Parish Council had received a request for a grant to enable one of the First Responders to become a Medical First Responder.  This requires the addition of blue lights and siren to be fitted to their car, purchase of a defibrillator and any other equipment required.  The volunteer already works as an Ambulance Technician therefore is fully blue light trained so with their extended medical knowledge and skills would enable a faster response time to medical emergencies potentially saving lives.
