3766/16 POLICE MATTERS

a) Update on local issues, including crime figures

Police Report: Download 

Only 42 crimes have been reported to Leicestershire Police this year by people who went to the Download rock festival – a reduction of 30% compared to 2015. Given a crowd of 80,000 this is impressive. 

Crime has now fallen, year on year, for three years and figures are at an all-time low. Last year 60 crimes were reported to the police which was a 35% reduction on the year before that (2014).

Of the 42 offences reported this year (2016), the majority of those were theft from person (10) and general theft (9).  There were only five tents broken into and only three reports of theft from motor vehicle.

The figures reflect the hard work and cooperation that goes on between the police, partners, Festival Republic and their security companies.  

We have worked and patrolled together to prevent people falling victim to crime either by encouraging them to keep their belongings safe; carrying out proactive joint patrols or by identifying and removing people who are acting suspiciously. 

The lost property system at Download worked very well. With hundreds of items being handed in and providing a central point for persons to be re-united. 

Over 8000 phone bungees, funded collectively by North West CSP and the police did their job keeping people’s phones safe and importantly out of the mud. 

Points of note:

· The event gates opened early due to very early arrival of festival goers on Wednesday. This caused early traffic management issues. 

· The weather was fantastic on arrival however significantly deteriorated at the weekend. 

· There were 3 other festivals on during the weekend.

· The event was not cashless and Facial recognition equipment was not present this year. However previous years use attracted media interest. 

· The theft from motor vehicles predominantly occurred daytime not overnight in contrast to previous years. 

· Exceptionally we utilised a marked ANPR cross-border team, whose visible patrols attracted positive comments in Castle Donington Village. 

Local traffic offences

Following excellent community led intelligence a local resident has been stopped and arrested by officers for driving whilst disqualified, no insurance, no MOT and no Tax.

The vehicle that was being driven and another that was being driven by the same person a day later were seized.

We would like to thank residents for their continued assistance in this case.

a) The Chairman informed the Parish Council that an Administrators Reports for Donington Parks previous owners had been received which advised that the Administrator believed that the Parish Council should receive a portion of the market rates that were never paid. b) The Chairman reported of a Summer Gathering event taking place at Donington Park over the weekend of 30/31 July which turns into a silent disco at 11.00pm with a 4.00am finish. e) An e-mail had been received asking for support of the Parish Council in terms of change of use planning permission for a proposed Health Club and Gym possibly in a until off Trent Lane.  The Clerk advised that formal support of such a scheme until full details are known could not happen, although it would most likely support such a proposal in principle, in terms of improving health and well-being.  The matter was discussed.  RESOLVED: The Parish Council felt it was unable to support at present until further details were obtained.
f) Donington Hall – an application for a Premises Licence had been received during the last month.  Details were circulated to councillors.  A response was sent from the Clerk to the effect that outside music should have a curfew of 11.00pm, Monday to Thursday and indoor music and alcohol should only be until 01.00am.  Currently awaiting a response from applicants solicitor.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.
g) Utilities bills – the utility bills are due for renewal.  LSI Energy has provided reviewed contact details for all the contracts which have now been signed off as per their recommendations.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.
h) Green Grants – various green grants are available for next year in terms of bulbs, hedges and trees.  The Parish Council will liaise with Community Liaison officers and obtain various plants as per the guidance of the Groundsman.  RESOLVED: To receive the information.

Public Safety There are no pavements on this lane - many walkers/families/dog walkers use it to get to the village centre, use the sporting facilities and just enjoy the area for walking.  The road is not a through road and it can be busy and dangerous when events are on at the park, preventing vehicles cutting through.  The access and egress of this new development will be detrimental to public safety, particularly as there are many unaccompanied youngsters using this area.  Setting This  proposed development leads into Castle Doningtons conservation area and is designated an area of sensitivity.  The design of these houses are not Castle Donington DNA.  The white pearlescent render will not allow these 3 1/2 storey houses to blend into the hillside.  There is a history of refusal of developments on this site.  It is a very steep bank and the earthworks required to support this development will be huge.  There has already been subsidence problems on Walton Hill and the huge retaining wall at the Cross Keys fell down in the rain.  None of this will enhance the character of the area.  Woodland Walk - the proposed new woodland walk crosses Parish Council land and no contact has been made in order to request permission.
