1050/16 TO DISCUSS THE ALREADY AGREED POLICIES FOR DONINGTON PARK, EAST MIDLANDS AIRPORT, CENTRAL AREA AND CONSERVATION AREA AND CONSIDER A NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN  
A discussion took place regarding the policies for Donington Park, East Midlands Airport, Central Area and Conservation Area that had been submitted to NWLDC with the possibility that the plans would fit within the local plan.  No acknowledgement of receipt, views or advice had been received from NWLDC regarding the policies and the Parish Council felt an e-mail should be sent to NWLDC requesting confirmation and clarification of the policies submitted. The boundaries of Donington Park and East Midlands Airport are unclear in terms of the proposals maps in the evolving Local Plan and therefore makes it difficult to know which Local Plan policies apply to the site areas.  RESOLVED: The Clerk is to write to NWLDC requesting acknowledgement of receipt of the Parish Council policies and any response to the content.  RESOLVED: The Clerk is to request clarification of Donington Park and East Midlands Airport boundaries.  RESOLVED:  That the Parish Council did not feel that it was prudent to look at a formal Neighbourhood Plan, but to look at the local policies that affect Castle Donington and ensure that the local information is included in the evolving Local Plan.  
1051/16 TO CONSIDER ADDITIONAL POLICY HEADINGS AND CONTENT FOR INCLUSION IN THE PARISH COUNCIL NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN  

The Parish Council discussed the existing local policies and as to whether additional headings or policies were needed/necessary for the locality in terms of a “Castle Donington local plan”.  RESOLVED: All Councillors to think of any additional items or policies and revert to next meeting.

1052/16 TO discuss proposals for new concessionary footpaths within the parish 

A meeting had been held with LCC in terms of local footpaths in Castle Donington.  How these could be enhanced and protected with the increased developments in the locality.  LCC suggested that the Parish Council had discussions with local developers/owners, i.e. Donington Park and EMDC, and it would support these.   RESOLVED: Chairman of Planning and Recreation are to progress the idea of public/concessionary footpaths around both sites, similar to that around the airport.  

RESOLVED: The Clerk is to write to the Planning Department at NWLDC requesting the Chairman and Vice Chairman of Planning to visit the department in order to establish / gain a better understanding of planning procedures, retrospective applications, refusals etc.
RESOLVED: To exclude the Press and Public from the meeting in accordance with the Public Bodies (Admission to Meetings) Act 1960 on the grounds that publicity in respect of the following item would be prejudicial to public interest by reason of its confidential nature.
1053/16 purchase of building 

The Clerk and Chairman updated the Parish Council on recent activity regarding the possible purchase of a suitable building in order to obtain a One Stop Shop facility for the village.  Tentative offers had been made on two buildings within the central area of the village.   RESOLVED: The Parish Council approved for the Clerk to formally make an offer for the Tudor with the matter being discussed further at the next full Council meeting.
